Disciplines: 
1. Centerfire rifle - the competitor fires 15 shots from a distance of 200 m at a 90x90 

target (the 10 best shots are counted), prone position, time 3 minutes 
2. Centerfire rifle - the competitor fires 12 shots from a distance of 100 m to a ½ 23p 

target (the 10 best shots are counted), prone position, time 3 minutes. 
3. Centerfire rifle – the competitor fires 12 shots from a distance of 300 m at a TS-4 

target with a white center (the 10 best shots are counted), prone position, time 3 
minutes. 

4. PCC - the competitor fires 12 shots from a distance of 50 m to the TS-10 special target: 
three shots to the upper left circle + three shots to the upper right circle + 6 shots to 
the silhouette. The shots are counted as follows: 3 shots in the upper left circle + 3 
shots in the upper right circle + 4 best shots in the silhouette. Standing posture, time 3 
minutes. 

5. Center-fire pistol 9 x 19 - the competitor fires 12 shots from a distance of 25 m at the 
"TS-cov19" target (the 10 best shots are counted, maximum one in each outer circle), 
standing position (you can use both hands), time 3 minutes. 

6. Center-fire pistol 9 x 19 - the competitor fires 12 shots from a distance of 25 m at the 
TS-4 target (the 10 best shots are counted), standing position (you can use both 
hands), time 3 minutes. 

7. Center-fire pistol 9x19 - the competitor fires 12 shots from a distance of 25 m at a 
special target (terrorist), the 10 best shots are counted, standing position (you can use 
both hands), time 3 minutes. Iron sights. 

8. Smoothbore shotgun, iron sights – the competitor fires 11 shots from a distance of 50 
m to a special target (5 circles), 3 shots to the middle circle and two shots to the 
remaining ones (10 best shots are scored, maximum two in each circle), standing 
position, time 3 minutes. 

9. Rimfire pistol - the competitor fires 12 shots from a distance of 25 m at the TS-4 target 
(the 10 best shots are counted), standing position, gun held with one hand , time 3 
minutes. Iron sights 

10. Rimfire rifle - the competitor fires 12 shots from a distance of 25 m to a special target 
(10 figures), 3 shots to the largest one and 1 shot to the others (the 10 best shots are 
scored, maximum one for each figure. Scoring: dot - 10 points, circle - 5 points, figure-3 
points), standing position, time 3 minutes. Iron sights. 

11. Grenade throw - the participant throws a grenade from a distance of: 10 m at metal 
target – 1 point, 15 m (at a special target) – 3 points, 20 m (at a special target) – 5 
points or from a distance of 30 m (figure) - 7 points. for a hit. The choice of target is left 
to the competitor. The competitor makes 1 practice throw and 5 scoring throws, time

 Evaluation of competitions according to PZSS regulations. 

 Protests regarding the number of hits in the target must be reported to the 
Referee immediately after the competition before leaving the stand. 

 Calculation protests can only be submitted online using the form provided. The 
deposit is 50 EURO. 

 Calibrated shots are not subject to protest. 

 Competitors must be familiar with weapon handling. 

 The organizer does not insure the competitors taking part in the competition. 

 Spotting scopes are provided by the organizer - you can use your own. 

 It is forbidden to consume alcohol during the competition. 

 Military or athletic wear allowed. 

 The competition takes place in any weather. 

 The organizer DOES NOT PROVIDE any protection against rain or sunrays. 
 

 Weapons and ammunition will be provided by the organizer. 

There is an absolute ban on moving around the training ground 
with your own weapons. – No obeying results in disqualification. 

 It is absolutely forbidden to use your own ammunition resulting in 
disqualification. 

 There is an absolute ban on manipulating on the sights of the 

weapons at the shooting ranges, under threat of disqualification 
of the entire team in the overall ranking.
